


TECHNICAL DATA / PHYSICAL PROPERTIES

STORAGE & HANDLING

Keep containers closed, and store in a dry, cool place away from 
heat, sparks, open �ame, and moisture. Keep material stored 
above 65°F (18°C) and on wood pallets o� concrete �oors. Open 
containers should be blanketed with dry nitrogen before reseal-
ing. 

ADHESION TEST 

To ensure successful application of the EVER-THANE® SYSTEM, 
always perform several adhesion tests (ASTM D-903) with the 
coating to ensure the roof substrate will accept the coating.  Do 
not proceed with coating system without prior testing.

PRE-INSPECTION

Pre-inspect roof for necessary repairs before  application of 
coating system. Inspection should include but not limited to the 
following:

■ HVAC flashings       
■ Ponding water       
■ Parapet wall conditions       
■ Wet or damp insulation
■ Sign or display anchorage
■ Seams, terminations, transitions, and reglets

SURFACE PREPARATION

(1) Remove all unnecessary and non-functional equipment and 
debris from the roof. (2) Remove dirt, and foreign material 
detrimental to adhesion or application of �uid-applied roo�ng by 
thoroughly cleaning all roof surfaces with a high pressure (2,000  - 
2,500) (13.79 MPa - 17.24 MPa) wash. Surfaces contaminated with 
oil, grease, animal fats, etc. must be removed using tri-sodium 
phosphate and water, or other solutions as required by job condi-
tions and as permitted by local and federal regulations. Remove all 
cleaning solutions with plenty of fresh water and allow to dry. (3) 
Make every e�ort to remove asphaltic roo�ng residue. Removal 
e�orts must include use of methods such as pressure washing, 
scrappers, grinding, wire brushes, electrical drill wire-wheels, or 
other similar tools.  Consider complete shot blasting and grinding

when necessary. For cracks and �ssures less than 1/8" wide, and all 
joints, stress areas, and roof penetrations prime at the rate of 1/3 
gal/100 sq. ft. (1.25ℓ/9.29 m² ) @ 5 wet mils (127 μ), allow to dry. 
Then detail    with     EVER-THANE    FAST FLASH™.  All large gaps 
and cracks (greater than 1/4") shall be repaired using a high-
quality   concrete    grout.      Grout must be fully cured before 
application of coating  products.   Prime cured grout at the rate of   
of 1/3 gal/100 sq. ft. (1.25ℓ/9.29 m² ) @ 5 wet mils (127 μ), allow to 
dry then detail with EVER-THANE FAST FLASH™.  EVER-THANE FAST 
FLASH™ shall extend a minimum of 3 inches (7.62 cm) beyond the 
edges of the repairs of gaps. (4) Round projections, machine legs, 
sign posts, guide wire straps, inside and outside corners, cant 
strips , etc. should be �ashed using EVER-THANE FAST FLASH. 
Continue to seal watertight gutters, parapet walls, caps, and seal 
watertight all screws, seams, skylights, joints, pipes, voids, protru-
sions and any areas where water could enter through the roof. (5)  
Clean and seal all areas around drains watertight. For added 
strength consider adding Ever-Fabric into the Ever-Thane Fast 
Flash (6) Allow roof and other prepared surfaces to dry completely 
before proceeding with �eld priming and/or coating application. 
Note: Thickness values of cured �lm are averages and can vary due 
to �nish of surface. ALWAYS CHECK THE WEATHER PRIOR TO 
APPLICATION. Depending on the ambient, and substrate 
temperatures, relative humidity, and dew point take extra time 
and caution when applying the system within 2 to 6 hours of 
precipitation and/or when raw or freezing temperatures are 
experienced or anticipated. Do not apply over wet insulation or 
related materials.

COATING APPLICATION

Apply EVERROOF® Primer M80 to the substrate at a theoretical 
coverage rate of 1/3 gal/100 sq. ft. (1.25ℓ/9.29 m² ) @ 5 wet mils 
(127 μ), and allow to cure.  Then apply Ever-Thane Water-Lok 
basecoat together with Ever-Thane Accelerator at the rate of 2.0 
gal/100 sq. ft. (7.58 ℓ/9.29 m²) @ 32 wet mils (813 μ), allow to cure. 
Then apply EVER-THANE®  WHITE topcoat at the rate of 1.5 gal/100 
sq. ft. (5.68 ℓ/9.29 m²) @ 24 wet mils (609.6 μ), to yield a total of 56 
(1422 μ) wet mils of coverage (minimum requirement for 15 year 
material warranty). DO NOT EXCEED 1.5 GALLONS PER SQUARE 
(5.68ℓ per 9.29 m2 ) PER APPLICATION for EVER-THANE WATER-LOK. 
This will cause blisters and/or pinholes. Care should be taken to 
avoid sagging, pinholes, and runs of the coating on vertical, 
horizontal, and slanting surfaces to prevent sagging. Application 
rate may need adjusting if topcoat starts to sag on verticals and 
horizontals and higher slopes.  If adjusted, allow base coat and/or 
top coat to dry 24 hours in-between coats and may require 
additional coats to achieve required mil thickness. Ever-Thane 
Accelerator may be used to avoid pinholes and/or blisters. Actual 
required application rate will depend on system specified and 
length of warranty. For low areas that hold excessive ponding 
water, apply a liquid roof patch to level the sloped area prior to 
coating. Ever-Thane Accelerator is available for faster curing time 
for the base coat and top coat. Protection: After completion of 
application, do not allow traffic on coated surfaces for a period of 
at least 48 hours at 75° F and 50% R.H., or until completely cured.

Spray Applied - See EVERROOF’s Spray Application Guide.
Dipped and Rolled - Brushes of various sizes and a 3/8” (9.52 mm) 
nap roller should be used when applying on smooth surfaces such 
as concrete.
